 Policy  

 

Students are required to wear uniforms during academics and trade.  
All students are expected to be in full uniform as stated below by Monday, 10/25.   

 

General Information 

● Trade:  In 10th grade, students are required to wear their trade uniform.  Please contact your shop 

instructors for specific trade uniform requirements.   

● Academic:  The chart below describes the acceptable attire.  Note:  Shop uniforms are not allowed 

in academics (including shop specific fleeces and sweatshirts).   

○ Cheney Tech Logo items:  Items can be purchased from our vendor Darter Specialties, 

Inc.  Orders may be placed by phone 1.203.699.9805, or online at 

www.cheneyclothing.com.  These items can be purchased in green, black or white.   

○ Non-Cheney Logo items:   May be purchased anywhere.  They must be black or white, 

and free from any logo (plain).     

● Physical Education:  Sneakers are required to participate in Physical Education.

Tops  ● Cheney logo polo shirts or collared button down 
shirts (green, black or white)

9th grade -Exploratory shirts  
(If students are waiting on their order to come in, students

Layers   ● Cheney logo fleece (green or black) 
● Cheney logo quarter zip sweatshirt (green) 
● Plain fleece (no hood) (black or white) 
● Long sleeve shirts can be worn under polo shirts 

or short sleeve shirts (black or white) 
● Plain crew neck sweatshirts (no hood) (black 

and white) 
● Cheney Tech hooded sweatshirts from Darter or 

Cheney athletic team, class, or Booster Club.    

● Cheney logo fleece (green or black) 
● Cheney logo quarter zip sweatshirt (green) 
● Plain fleece (no hood)(black or white) 
● Long sleeve shirts can be worn under 

exploratory shirts (black or white) 
● Exploratory or Cheney Logo crew neck 

sweatshirts (green) 
● Plain crew neck sweatshirts (no hood) (black 

and white) 

Bottoms Solid black or khaki colored pants, skirts, or shorts 
worn around the student’s waist.  

Solid black or khaki colored pants worn around the 
student’s waist.  

Shoes & 
Accessories  

● Closed toe and closed/strapped-back, rubber 
soled shoes. 

● Student IDs must be worn and visible at all 
times.   

● Work Boots 
● Safety glasses  
● Student IDs must be worn and visible at all

Not allowed at any time:   
● Blue jeans, camo, sweatpants, ripped pants or pants with holes. 

● Modified clothing, including those that are shortened or have cut off sleeves.  

● Any Hooded Sweatshirt not purchased from a Cheney Tech approved vendor.   

● Slides, soft-bottomed slippers, flip-flops, any non-rubber soled shoes, or any shoes which damages or leaves 

marks on the school floors.
